Host Family Job Description

1. Handle discipline and help your guests comply with your wishes concerning the use of your home.

2. Conduct a portion of the get acquainted session (Session 1) for your group once you arrive at your home.  Topics to discuss during the session should include the following:

a. Share about your home and guidelines related to it.  Include such things as…

i. Persons (give ages and grades of children) and pets making up your home;

ii. Involvement in church and how long members;

iii. Employment;

iv. Hobbies, special interest, or something unique about your family.

b. Go over the student guidelines for the weekend
3. Be an important part of the ministry team for the weekend.  Do all you can to be sensitive to the youth and the group leader.  Minister to their needs in love as the Holy Spirit directs.

4. Plan to sit in on the sessions and participate by using the curriculum and materials provided for you.  This is very important!  There are no spectators in a Disciple Now Weekend.

5. Help with the transportation to and from all large group sessions

6. Supply the drinks for the meals in your home during the weekend.

7. Help serve the snacks (Some snacks will be provided by the church.  All meals will be in large groups except Saturday breakfast.  Any extra food that you want to provide is your decision.)

8. Plan to attend one very important meeting for Host family orientation, Sunday evening, February 23, 7:30pm in the youth room.  We will also have a joint prayer meeting at the BCM on Thursday, February 27, 8:00pm.
9. Send notes of encouragement to the youth in your family group three, six, and nice weeks after the Disciple Now
